Release and Waiver of Liability

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!  THIS IS A LEGAL DOCUMENT THAT AFFECTS YOUR LEGAL RIGHTS! 

This Release and Waiver of Liability (the “Release”) executed on this___  day of __________, 20__ , by (the “Volunteer”) in favor of Mir Pace International, Inc., a Massachusetts nonprofit corporation, their directors, officers, employees, and agents (collectively, “Mir Pace”).  The Volunteer desires to work as a volunteer for Mir Pace and engage in the activities related to being a volunteer (the "Activities").  The Volunteer understands that the Activities may include constructing residential buildings, digging water wells and constructing water harvesting systems, agricultural initiatives, working in impoverished communities, and living in housing provided for volunteers of Mir Pace.  The Volunteer hereby freely, voluntarily, and without duress executes this Release under the following terms: 

Release and Waiver.  Volunteer does hereby release and forever discharge and hold harmless Mir Pace and its successors and assigns from any and all liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature, either in law or in equity, which arise or may hereafter arise from Volunteer’s Activities with Mir Pace.  Volunteer understands that this Release discharges Mir Pace from any liability or claim that the Volunteer may have against Mir Pace with respect to any bodily injury, personal injury, illness, death, or property damage that may result from Volunteer’s Activities with Mir Pace, whether caused by the negligence of Mir Pace or its officers, directors, employees, or agents or otherwise.  Volunteer also understands that Mir Pace does not assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide financial assistance or other assistance, including but not limited to medical, health, or disability insurance in the event of injury or illness. 

Medical Treatment. Volunteer does hereby release and forever discharge Mir Pace from any claim whatsoever which arises or may hereafter arise on account of any first aid, treatment, or service rendered in connection with the Volunteer’s Activities with Mir Pace. 

Assumption of the Risk. The Volunteer understands that the Activities include work that may be hazardous to the Volunteer, including, but not limited to, construction, loading and unloading, and transportation to and from the work sites.  Volunteer hereby expressly and specifically assumes the risk of injury or harm in the Activities and releases Mir Pace from all liability for injury, illness, death, or property damage resulting from the Activities. 

Personal Insurance. The Volunteer understands that, except as otherwise agreed to by Mir Pace in writing, Mir Pace does not carry or maintain health, medical, or disability insurance coverage for any Volunteer. 

Each Volunteer is expected and encouraged to obtain his or her own medical or health insurance coverage. 
Photographic Release. Volunteer does hereby grant and convey unto Mir Pace all right, title, and interest in any and all photographic images and video or audio recordings made by Mir Pace during the Volunteer’s Activities with Mir Pace, including, but not limited to, any royalties, proceeds, or other benefits derived from such photographs or recordings and consents to the unrestricted use by Mir Pace of said images and recordings. 

Other. Volunteer expressly agrees that this Release is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, and that this Release shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  Volunteer agrees that in the event that any clause or provision of this Release shall be held to be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such clause or provision shall not otherwise affect the remaining provisions of this Release which shall continue to be enforceable.

Conditions For Participation

Our approach is to offer learning, adventure, and a group experience within the boundaries of respect for others, safety, common sense, and the law - thus making our rules few but absolutely necessary.  
Conduct
Living within a small group is challenging and students will be expected to actively participate and compromise some of their own needs for the common goals of the group.  Mir Pace International’s standards of conduct will be clear, communicated, and consistently enforced, and discipline will be used fairly, consistently, and appropriately to deal with instances of unacceptable behavior.  Mir Pace will not tolerate threatening or offensive language or behavior among its participants, including, but not limited to, such things as intentionally insulting racial, ethnic, religious, or sexual comments, nor any form of harassment such as bullying.  Each participant, group leader, as well as those with whom we come into contact in our work deserves to be treated with dignity, courtesy and respect; accomplished by encouraging mutual respect among all individuals, establishing open and honest communication, on maintaining a calm attitude and demeanor towards others, and enforcing zero tolerance for any type of inappropriate behavior.
Possession or use of tobacco products, alcohol, and non-prescribed drugs, as well as sexual activity and unauthorized absence from the group are against our rules and we are inflexible about them.  

While participating in program activities, students must follow the stated instructional sequence and methods including, but not limited to, the wearing of gloves, helmets and seatbelts; unsafe actions taken by any participant are grounds for dismissal.  

Mir Pace International reserves the right to dismiss participants who we believe have violated the conditions for participation.  Participants who are dismissed or who withdraw will be sent home at their own expense. 

Financial Information

The costs associated with our IHSM programs are determined on a group basis, not per student, and include round-trip air travel, all airport taxes and fees, hotel and housing accommodations, food, ground transportation, and  group program activities, while in the host country.  Factors beyond our control (i.e., currency revaluation, excessive inflation, significant fuel price increases) may cause program costs to fluctuate.  Students will be responsible for raising the total costs associated with their IHSM program, and are encouraged to work together to formulate fundraising activities to meet their financial goal.  Transportation to and from the starting/ending points of the IHSM program, personal spending money, and professional medical care are additional costs to each student.  Parents should ensure their current medical plans cover their child while abroad in the event of an emergency and must include evacuation and repatriation costs.  

Transportation

Transportation to and from the starting point of each program is the financial responsibility of the parents/guardians.  Detailed information will be sent after receipt of the IHSM Program Applications.  Air transportation will be arranged through our travel agent.  All students traveling abroad will fly aboard a leading American international carrier.

Safety

Student safety is our priority and we have an exceptional record to prove it.  The physical and emotional safety of our participants is the primary concern of our leaders.  Mir Pace International uses care in the selection of transportation companies, facilities, and services, and exercises precautions for the safety of all participants and their personal property.  Our safety protocol cannot remove all risk; parents and participants must understand the nature of our programs and accept the inherent risks involved in such activities. 

Insurance

Mir Pace International’s insurance does not cover the personal property of participants; parents should check with their own insurance policy to insure that their child's personal property is covered against loss, theft, or damage while traveling abroad.

Cancellation

In the event a situation develops, political or otherwise, within Guatemala, Tanzania, or the US that would jeopardize the safety and security of our volunteers, Mir Pace International reserves the right to cancel the mission at any time, up to and including the date of departure.   Every effort would be made to refund all program costs that may be recoverable (air, hotel, etc.) to each volunteer, but is not guaranteed.

Students who wish to withdraw from a Mir Pace International IHSM program must do so no later than four weeks prior to departure.  Cancellation after the four-week deadline will result in the loss of any expenses already incurred by Mir Pace International in preparation for a student’s program participation.  Students are expected to reimburse all funds raised by the student to supporting donors.
